3 Presentations of other association 

· Transport & Environment

·  A Brussels based association, which interacts strongly with the European Institutions. It represents various stakeholder groups interested in transport and environment (around 28), develops proposals, positions and actively lobbys MEPs directly. 

· Key areas of interest (apart from the obvious environmental impacts) are the social and pricing aspects of transport.

· Access

· It is Brussels based and part of Eurocities, an association of local authorities

· Main interests are new mobility solutions for urban transport  and the rational use of cars 
· They communicate via a twice yearly magazine and monthly newsletter
· They also act as co-ordinators for several EU funded projects such as ITWC (In town without my car) 22nd September, EPOMM (platform for Mobility Management) and CIVITAS

· They organise various workshops and next event is the Annual Meeting (26/11/03) followed by a joint conference on a Better Quality of life in Cities (27+28th November) to be held in Porto. 

· UNIFE

· Brussels based with members from all areas of the rail supply industry

· They represent the interests of the major rail manufacturers such as Alstom, Bombardier, and Siemens as well as the system integrators, sub-system and component suppliers. Small to medium sized enterprises (SMEs) are also an essential part of this chain. Their members are an important source of employment in Europe, and it is estimated that there are 6-700 SMEs in the European rail industry.

· The European rail supply industry generates 27 Billion € in revenue per year and employs 130 000 people world-wide. UNIFE members manufacture 60% of the world-wide production of rail equipment.
· UNIFE works closely with other rail-based associations such as UIC and CER (Community of European Railways) on technical developments for the industry and co-ordinate several multi-stakeholder projects, some of which, such as LIBERTIN and ERRAC, UITP is also involved with.
· UIC

· UIC is based in Paris and is the world-wide association representing all major national railways, covering both freight and passenger.

· UIC has an Environment Working Group, started 11 years ago, looking at the technical issues such as:
1 Noise and vibrations

E.g. Efficient noise reducing treatments and creating less ambient (general) and screech noise at source  

A workshop with the EU will be held on 29th October in Brussels 

2 Energy Efficiency

3 Environmental indicators

5 core indicators are being developed by their environment group for rail e.g. total and specific energy consumption, CO2 emissions, share of renewable energies, noise and land take. 

4 Procurement

UIC have been active in two projects REPID and PROSPER. REPID looks at procurement and suppliers and operators and has a set of 15 environmentally sustainable indicators. This project has now been extended into PRSOPER. 

Jointly funded by UIC and the European Commission, PROSPER (Procedures for Rolling Stock Procurement with Environmental Requirements) has developed an interactive web site with a set of guidelines on how to integrate environmental indicators into the tendering process, a set of recommended qualitative environmental specifications and a reference document with examples and. · European Transport Safety Council (ETSC)

· An international non-governmental organisation based in Brussels and dedicated to the reduction of the number and severity of transport crash injuries in Europe.

· It groups together nearly 30 international and national organisations concerned with road safety including national transport safety, research and technical bodies, transport user groups and an insurance organisations. Members of the European Parliament chair its main council. 

· Key statistics such as road transport accidents kill around 42,000 EU citizens every year, with over 3.5 hurt or maimed and it costs the Union over 166 billion Euros (almost twice the budget for passenger transport).
