Mission

To promote the value that design and culture brings to the quality and performance of public transport.


Objectives

· To integrate a better use of design and culture in mainstream public transport and UITP activities.

· To develop the business case linking design and the attractiveness of public transport from an economic perspective

· To create a platform which encourages a greater exchange of knowledge and experience in this field.
· To extend the credibility and reputation of public transport into the community via the use of better design and cultural actions
The economic arguments that support the importance of design in public transport would be researched.

UITP World Congress, Rome, 6th-9th June 2005

The group would help organise the European Bus of the Future - re?bus – exhibition of designs submitted for evaluation.

This organisations would comprise of:

· An exhibition of 40 or so panels of the designs by the students

· Invitations (from re?bus budget) could be put in the wallets of the congress delegates to a vernissage (opening cocktail) open to all congress delegates with the students with the winning designs also present. (Possibly Tuesday pm)

· Promotion of the exhibition on the main UITP stand (possibly in the form of a PowerPoint presentation that would be projected onto the ‘Forum’ screen when it was not being used. 

· ‘Meet the designers of the future session’ with one or some members of the D+C group and the young designers present so UITP members, exhbitors and visitors to the Mobility and City Transport Exhibition could discuss the designs in more depth. 

Actions   

· UITP would make a space available near the parallel session when the European Bus of the Future will be presented (On board the Bus of Tomorrow) and the awards officially given.

· A meeting between representatives of the D+C group (Yo Kam and HeA) and UITP events department would be arranged to agree on the space allocated. (23/02/04 Brussels 15.00 at UITP)

· An invitation to be printed (a concept could be ready for the 23rd Feb – organised by the UITP publications department) 

· Catering details and budget are to be discussed. 

· Organise vernissage (opening by Alain Flausch and Elias Pasquale for example)  

The details of the expo such as when it should be officially opened etc will be discussed more fully at the meeting on 23rd Feb. 2005

1 Security Project 

The key issue is to firm up the major part of the funding either from the PREDIT (French Government) or other sources. None has been signed to date. 

More help from the CDRA (the design partners in France) in preparing the dossier  would be requested. 

An update on the project to date

-   Other UITP commissions have shown interest such as Transport and Urban Life     (It will be discussed at the meeting on 30th March) and Transport Management. 

· The methodology was being reviewed and an information session was suggested to be held in mid March at UITP. 

· Possible UITP partners are: RATP (FR), üstra (GER), Jonkoping (SW), Centro (UK).

2 Publications 


· A new fact sheet with a description of the group would be prepared for Rome 2005 (a draft would be prepared by HeA and Yo Kam)

· New fact sheets to be added to present set. 

3 Activities

· Design Days
A series of one-day seminars on design could be organised. 

A proposed date of October 20th 2005 in Brussels on the theme of rail rolling stock. (NB if the meeting in Goteberg was confirmed this would be too close and a new date would be suggested).

A steering group is needed to organise this event and the programme should be ready to distribute at the World Congress in Rome.

An objective would be to create a neutral platform of exchange and knowledge building for operators, designers and the manufacturing industry.  

Topics suggested included:

· Rail Rolling stock (RER, Metros, Tramways)

· Global design of tramways including landscaping, urban furniture, urban design etc

· Graphic design – visual identity; signs; maps etc

· NB Martin Roerheef from üstra, Hanover has offered to invite the group to a conference on design he is organising in respect of Mr Ganseforth’s (CEO of üstra) retirement. Date to be communicated.

· Helsinki Design Congress  ERA 05 22-28th September 2005

There is a major industrial design congress being held in 4 locations Helsinki, Goteberg, Copenhagen and Oslo, with pre congress workshop days. See powerpoint attached. 

· The Goteberg tram from Ansaldo will be unveiled and there will be a focus on urban life. 

It was thought at least a meeting with the member of the group (Lisa Warsen) who is helping to organise the launch of the tram and the congress would be of interest.
