2 World Health Organisation
PEP, the Transport, Health and Environment Pan-European Programme (THE PEP)  was launched in Johannesburg.  It furthers the work started on the WHO Charter on Transport, Environment and Health, in which UITP was also active.

There are at present 4 principal areas of work:

1. Clearing House on Transport, Environment and Health

2. Urban Plans for transport sustainable for health and the environment

3. Transport related health impacts and their costs

4. Establishment of a set of indicators to monitor the integration of environmental and health aspects into transport policies and the impact of these policies on health and the environment.

Other activities linked to WHO:

· Eco-driver training project to improve driver behaviour

· Harmonisation of methodologies for measuring the impacts of transport, environment and health

· Public participation in transport, environment and health issues, and

· Projects on sensitive (geographical) areas.


UITP(Roger Torode) is on the Steering Group and the project Task Force for  WHO to define and lead the projects which result from the WHO Charter on Transport, Environment and Health

Disseminating information on all implementation activities carried out under THE PEP.

Project focusing on the integration of urban transport, health and sustainable development in Europe.

Joint project by a number of EU Member States to bring together work/experience in this area.
Recommend that we continue working with WHO but need to clearly identify goals and benefit to our members 

Possibility to focus on clearing house and integration of urban transport, health and sustainable development in Europe.
